Following historical railway lines the Murray to 
the Mountains Rail Trail provides 94km of bitumen sealed track well suited to both cycling and walking. 
The trail has a gentle gradient that makes it suitable for all ages and levels of fitness, and is a must do 
for all visitors to the region. This trail is an ideal introduction into the diverse countryside of the North 
East Victorian alps and valleys. It will lead you deep into pine forests and natural bushland then out in 
the open through valleys nestled amongst some of the most beautiful mountain ranges in Australia.
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
